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How to keep your dog cool on hot days
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Seizures

Glassy eyes
Fearful expression
Bloodshot eyes

Heavy panting
Excessive drooling
Red/purple gums and tongue
Vomiting

Racing heart beat

Collapsing or staggering

High body temperature
Diarrhea

Ensure outside dogs have
access to shade.

Don’t leave your dog in a car
unattended at any time.

Restrict exercise activity in
hot weather. Early morning or evening is best.

Place a circulating fan near
your dog to cool them down.

Always give your dog
access to drinking water.
